While there hag been phenom-
enal progress in all the other arts
and sciencés during these, inter-
vening years, the science of politi-
cal economy as perfected by Hen- |
ry George, has generally been re-
jected and repudiated in favor of
what is termed ‘“economics,” the
‘latter being responsible for the |
‘bedlam of confusion which pre-|
ivails in Washington today and
iwhich bag been administered by
fcpllege professors loaned to the
' Government.

The proposition to take all of
economic rent, determined by af
single tax upon the value of land,|
as public revenue, is in perfect|
harmony with the democracy of}
Thomas Jefferson and-is the anti-|
thesis of the socialism of Karl
Mark, which has already ruined}
:Germany and Italy and which now
“threatens our own country under
the name of Social Security.
